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WHEREAS, National Apprenticeship Week is celebrating its 10" anniversary of raising
awareness of the vital role Registered Apprenticeship plays as a proven and industry-driven
training model and as a key strategy to improving job quality, and creating access to good-
paying, family-sustaining jobs for all, starting with youth and young adults; and

WHEREAS, Belleville Township High School District 201 recognizes the urgent need to prepare
our students to address some of our nation’s pressing workforce challenges such as rebuilding

our country’s infrastructure, addressing critical supply chain demands, supporting a clean energy
workforce, modernizing our cybersecurity response, and responding to care economy issues; and

future workforce while offering career seeking students affordable pathways to high-paying,
